WHEREAS, in Carpinteria the efforts of local Rotarians have benefitted local
schools and community service organizations and have inspired, raised funds, and
labored to complete many beneficial projects including accessibility improvements at the
Community Pool and Veterans Hall, and the recently completed Tomol Interpretive Play
Area; and

WHEREAS, the Rotary International District 5240 will hold its first District
Conference in the City of Carpinteria on Ocfober 21-23, 2011; and

WHEREAS, over 2,000 Rotarians are anticipated to be in attendance including
international Rotarians from Mexico, Belize, Honduras, Guatemala, Brazil, Korea, and Sri
Lanka, making it the largest gathering of Rotarians in the history of the District.
